Dear Church Family,

In fact, a year ago when we 
considered this idea, many of you let us know how you were feel-
ing about the possible change.  Again comments were mixed and 
we know comments will remain mixed, but please know that we 
did consider your thoughts in our decision making process.

We know that 
not everyone will be happy with our decision, whatever we 
decide.  So we need your prayers and your trust that we are 
seeking God’s leading in our decision.
