Dear Church Family, 
 “Praise God from whom all blessings flow.”   As the exciting 
news about the Presbytery’s approval of our loan package for the new 
building begins to sink in, the excitement changes to a time for strate-
gic preparation.   
 For those of you who may not have heard, last month the pres-
bytery trustees accepted our loan package request.  This has enabled us 
to seek the loan dollars needed to begin the construction on our first 
church facility.  The Synod portion of this loan has already been ap-
proved and we now await word from the General Assembly.  I do feel 
confident that this approval will come soon and we will be financially 
“ ready”  to begin building.  We have felt “ ready”  for years in terms of 
our vision, now we are “ ready”  for reality. 
 So, are we “ ready”?   
 In the theme music for Monday Night Football the singer says, 
“Are you ready for some football?”   That always struck me as a weak 
question.  I mean what does it take to get ready as a spectator of a foot-
ball game?  OK, you might need to be sure you have the snack table 
ready.  Maybe the remote to mute the inane comments of John Mad-
den, but after that it is just kick up the Lazy –Boy foot rest and watch. 
 Being ready for a football game and being ready to build a 
church building are two very different things.  First of all, building a 
church building is not a spectator sport.  This will be a, “no lazy-boy 
zone.”   If we are going to build this building, we are going need each 
and every member to be a part.  Physically and financially we will need 
your help.  I know that many of you have already made financial com-
mitments to the building fund.  The pledges made in 2004 will be met 
in 2007 but this will only begin the financial commitment for the 
church.  Each year we will be facing approximately $65,000 in mort-
gage payments assuming the congregation affirms the loan package at 
the meeting on March 5th.  We will need to have another capital cam-
paign to meet this obligation and to prepare ourselves for future expan-
sion projects.  Physically we are going to be calling on people to be 
involved with the project too.  We will have work parties and commit-
tee meetings where we will need your time and talent.

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 All this will be important for the future of East Woods, but 
the second and possibly the most important place we will need to be 
ready is spiritually.  Any time a congregation undertakes a project 
this big the commitment to the church is tested.  And if the commit-
ment to the church is simply a commitment to a building and not to 
the ministry that will take place in the building, the commitment will 
be shaky at best.   
 As we build the walls of the church the vision of the congre-
gation must reach beyond the bricks and mortar, the lumber and 
nails – the vision needs to reach flesh and blood.  Ministry is why 
we build.  Spreading the gospel of Jesus Christ is the purpose of the 
church.  To the extent that we believe this building will help us in 
this task, we will be successful.  As soon as the building becomes 
the end vision we will fail.  That is why we need to ask ourselves, 
“As I commit myself to support my church financially, how will I 
support my church with my time and talent?”  
 Our passion for a building is important but it will be passion 
for ministry that will sustain us.  Buildings get old, ministry must 
remain fresh and new.   
 So, are we ready to build?  Maybe the better question is, are 
each of us ready to give our very best to this project?  If God has 
called us to build, if this is God’s will for our church, if we are fol-
lowing God’s guidance in this project, there is no doubt of our readi-

As part of the Lenten season, Christians often adopt a new discipline or 
spiritual practice as a way of focusing their minds and hearts on renewal. 
Sometimes a physical practice like missions can increase your awareness to 
needs in this world and help you experience God’s grace in a whole new 
way. Below are some opportunities during Lent to consider including as 
part of your spiritual life. 
 
Share House Meal Service opportunities are on the 1st Wed. and 4th Mon. 
of each month. Sign up on the clipboard during church. Next dates: March 
27th and April 5th. 
 
Equal Exchange Inter faith Program (www.equalexchange.com/
interfaith) works in partnership with communities of faith, including the PC 
USA, to make a difference in the lives of small farmers and their families 
through a Fair Trade worker-owned coop. When our Missions team was in 
Guatemala last spring, we were educated about fair trade issues for coffee 
farmers who sometimes have been pushed off their land by forces beyond 
their control. In response, we would like to help our congregation become 
more aware of these issues through access to this program. Starting March 
11, we will be serving organic Fair Trade coffee during Fellowship time. 
And you can order bags of Fair Trade coffee after services. Pat Jones is the 
contact person for ordering coffee. Cost is approximately $6/lb for high 
quality organically grown beans. The program guarantees that the farmers 
get a viable profit for their goods so that they can continue to farm sustaina-
bly within their communities. Come try a cup! 
 
One Great Hour  of Shar ing, a denominational and ecumenical offering, 
will be received at Easter. Funds from this offering support the Presbyterian 
Hunger Program, the Presbyterian Disaster Assistance Program and the 
Self Development of Peoples Program. Look for offering envelopes and 
inserts in the bulletin that tell you more about this special offering. For two 
years in a row, we were able to give $1430. Let’s keep this tradition going! 
 
Our  L ighthouse M inistry K ids Dr ive will occur in April and May this 
year. Thank you for participating last year by donating children©s clothes 
and school supplies for this Christian children’s ministry in the Philippines. 
We will start collecting children©s clothing, school supplies and toys on 
Sundays during the months of April and May. We hope to ship all the do-
nations by June. A new aspect this year is an opportunity to help the chil-
dren in their job training by sending sewing patterns. If you have sewing 
patterns that you would like to donate, they would be greatly appreciated.
