Dear church family, 
 On May 15 we will be celebrating the birth of the C/
church.  That is the Church with a big “C”  and the church with a 
little “c” .  May 15th is Pentecost Sunday.  On that day we remem-
ber the beginnings of the Christian Church as God sent his spirit 
to empower the disciples.  On that day men and women of the 
first century church took the charge of Jesus to heart.  Jesus had 
told his followers to, “Go into the world and make disciples of all 
people.”   He had promised them that he would be with them al-
ways.  The church believed that message and lived by his calling. 
 On Pentecost Sunday in 2000 (June 11, 2000) another 
church was born – the East Woods Presbyterian Church.  Like 
the first Church, this church was born as disciples of Jesus took 
the charge of Jesus to heart.

I believe that we are being 
called to bring the hope of the kingdom of God to our members 
and our neighbors.  And the more faithful we are to proclaiming 
the Gospel message, the more “successful”  we are as a church. 
 I have to say I struggle with the word successful because 
it is such a cold word these days.  Success is measured in such a 
wide variety of ways it is sometimes difficult to determine what 
we mean.

Is success measured in the size of a congregation?  Is  
it measured by the scope of the programs?  Is it measured in 
the size of its budget, or the amount of money given to mis-
sion?  Success can be such a subjective term it is sometimes 
unclear for us to know what is meant when we use the word.   
 But biblically, I think we are successful to the extent in 
which we are willing to proclaim the gospel of Jesus Christ, 
and to live out the love of God found in God’s grace.  The 
book of Acts, where we hear the story of the early church and 
Pentecost, does not tell stories of building campaigns nor does 
it tell us about program development.  Instead we read about 
the faithfulness of men and women telling the story of Jesus.  
We read of people responding to that story, seeing themselves 
in that story, and giving themselves to the continuation of that 
story.  And I believe East Woods has become a part of this 
successful tradition. 
 So, please join us on Sunday, May 15 to celebrate Pen-
tecost and the birth of the C/church (that is the Church with a 
big “C”  and the church with a little “c” .) .  Let us celebrate the 
success of the C/church (that is the Church with a big “C”  and 
the church with a little “c” .) .  And let us pray for continued 
success in our living out the calling of Jesus.
